For
each day of Advent there is a short Bible reading and a suggestion for reflection and
prayer. These are spring-boards to help us draw closer to God, but feel free to use
the Jesse Tree however suits you and those in your home best.

In preparation you could seek out a bare branch (go for a walk and see what you find!)

that you could use as your Jesse Tree. You will probably need to stick it in a plant pot

with some stones or in some soil or find some other way of making it stand up. If you

want to you can spray the branch with some silverpai nt . Il f you donoét
